Please be advised that the Federation of Hellenic American Societies of New
England is dissatisfied with the proceedings of the 21¥ conference of HAN.C. We
would like to raise our objections at this time with the hope that we can all work
towards resolving the issues that led us to the cumrent situation. First, we do not
recognize the “newly elected” Board, as we do not think the elections were properly
conducted. Second, we believe that the entire conference did not follow the standard
practice of such a conference including the election of a chairperson, and presentation
of the appropriate reports.

In general, this was the worst conference we have ever participated in and we
feel it was a complete waste of our time and efforts. We state these opinions with the
expectation that we will all attempt to remedy the problems created and to work on
getting FLAN.C. back on the right track, We request that a new convention be
scheduled immediately to take place within the next sixty (60) days although we
believe that time is of the essence. We suggest that this convention take place in
Boston, as this is the location where HANC was organized, and as such, we feel this
would be the most appropriate venue for cooperatively working through the issues we
are faced with today. Please note that we do not want to assess liability on anyone as
this will not help the future of the organization.

Please understand that we will conduct a General Assembly of our member
organizations if such convention is not scheduled within a reasonable time. At that

General Assembly, we will request that the FHASNE withdraw its membership to
HAN.C
